Stormhold Carpet Project

Welcome to the project and thanks for your help.  You are one of a team of 20+ people who, working together, will create a fabulous piece of regalia for the Barony for years to come.

The Big Picture  This is what the whole thing looks like.
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Your Carpet Kit   You should have
· a pre cut and fray-checked piece of woven 7 count canvas

· a pattern chart for your section of carpet

· a tapestry needle

· pre cut lengths of blue, white, gold and/or red wool as needed for your pattern piece.

Instructions

Canvas  Your canvas should have a blue arrow drawn on it.  This points to the top of the piece.  Please make sure your canvas is oriented correctly before you start.

There should also be a pink dot in the each corner of the canvas.  Your first stitch should go over one of these dots (But don’t worry if you don’t cover all the dots.  You could have extra canvas).  We need to leave 3 threads on the edges for joining the pieces.  If you have an edge piece (T, B,L or R), you need to leave 4 threads for binding (the left and right edges have the selvage).

Wool  Use one length of wool at a time.  Untwist frequently.  When you start and finish each thread, run it horizontally under 4 stitches at the back to secure it.

Stitches  Not too tight and not too loose.  Your stitches should be just loose enough that there is no canvas visible and you can’t see through the canvas holes.

Work in cross stitches.  The first part of the cross should go from top left to bottom right and the second portion of the stitch should be from top right to bottom left. The back of your work should mostly be vertical stitches.  Apart from that, it doesn’t really matter how you work.
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Help  If you have a problem just contact me.  For example, if you run out of wool, just let me know and I can get you some more.  If for whatever reason you can’t complete your piece, please return the kit in whatever state it is in and I’ll reassign the piece.  

Finished  When you have finished, return the completed piece and leftover wool to me.  Most people will see me regularly at events or weekly meetings, or you could contact me to arrange handover or mail.
