ueen’s Bir thday Competition  
Greetings,  

Recently it was Our birthday, and it occurred to us 
that more or new regalia was always a good thing. 
Therefore, let every Barony and every Shire within 
our borders compete in friendly rivalry for a fine 
prize! 

The competition is for a piece of regalia. For the 
most part it should be local regalia, but can include 
officer regalia, local Kingdom regalia (such as 
Kingdom banners, extra thrones, cushions, etc.), 
Baronial regalia or similar. If you wish to make 
regalia for a Kingdom Officer  or for another group, 
please inquire first with the appropriate people (ie, 
that office, or the local Seneschal/B&B.) 

There are a few simple rules: 

1. The entry cannot be all the work of one or two 
people, it should represent input from a reasonable 
part of the group. 
2. There must be a plan for the project, including the 
budget and who is doing what. This plan forms part 
of the entry. 
3. Documentation is required, and will also form 
part of the entry (and is a good way to get more 
people involved!) 

The first judging will be carried out in June, the 
deadline is June 12, 2006, with project plans and 
documentation necessary at that time, plus 
comprehensive photographic records of the progress 
of the entry. It is understood that many groups may 
not have finished by this date, and unfinished work 

will be counted. The winner will be announced at 
MidWinter. 

Criteria for judging include: 

*  Item in a period style 
*  Demonstrated teamwork within the group 
*  Sensible use of budget (a well-conceived project 
costing $45 would outscore an equally good project 
costing $500) 
*  Originality for the group (not another version of 
something you have already worked on together) 
*  Usefulness as regalia (eg if it is to be travelled 
with, it should be light and easily packed, if it is to 
be worn it should be adjustable in size) 
*  Skill of workmanship 

If there are many projects still under construction, an 
additional judging will be carried out one year from 
the dates above, sponsored by a Royal Peer who is 
very close to the Queen. Colleges and Cantons who 
wish to enter may by all means do so.

On the Monday of Rowany Festival, while the 

Fighter Auction Tourney is happening, there will be 
a session of "community singing" going on in the 
Tavern. 
The aim of this session is to allow singers of diverse 
backgrounds, experience and ability to come 
together to sing in a relaxed, pressure-free 
environment. It isn©t a concert or a formal 
performance, but a simple opportunity for folk to 
share the joy of singing and to extend the general, 
shared repertoire of singers in Lochac. You don©t 
need to be a fabulous singer, and you don©t need to 
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read music. If you can hold a tune, you are welcome 
to join us. 
The music is the ten pieces in the collection known 
as the Llibre Vermell de Montserrat (the Red Book 
of Montserrat). You can download it from the 
Entertainer©s Guild website at 
http://www.sca.org.au/bardic/ - look for "Red Book 
of Montserrat" under ©Projects© on the left.  Please try 
to familiarise yourself with the music before the 
event as we won©t be teaching it on the day. For the 
benefit of those who do not read music, or do not 
read it well, the pieces have been transcribed into 
noteworthy so you can hear the music and sing along 
(if you do not have noteworthy, you can download a 
free reader from 
http://www.noteworthysoftware.com/composer/dow
nload.htm  - called NoteWorthy Player) . One part 
pieces have been transcribed in a higher and a lower 
octave, so you can practice with the more 
comfortable pitch. Multiple part pieces have the 
parts transcribed separately also, so you can learn 
your own part separately. This music was chosen 
specifically because it was written to be sung by 
ordinary people, not professional singers or 
musicians. Most of the pieces are one or two part 
pieces, and are generally simple and easy to learn.  
PDFs of the music have ©best fit© layouts for printing; 
it is suggested you print your music from this. There 
will be some printed copies available at Festival, but 
if possible, please print and bring your own copy.
