A battle standard for 
the Barony of Rowany was constructed in payment of 
ransom for our own banner.  This new standard was 
completed in less than a seven-day by Lady Ysabelle 
Vitale, Mistress Ekaterina and the efforts of members of 
House Descartes and the Baronial Arts & Sciences 
evening.  Lord Owain Cantor ap Hughe received great 
acclaim when he presented the banner to Their 
Excellencies the Baron & Baroness of Rowany at the 
Yule Celebrations just a week after Casual War. 

The Hobby Horse Crusade and Feast was a delight, with 
a beautiful afternoon of tourneys and games followed by 
a sumptuous feast full of wondrous and delicious food.  
Karl Faustus and Mistress Joan led a fine stewarding 
team who worked wonders of organisation.  We were all 
overjoyed by the attendance of Their Graces Yolande 
and AEdward.  Many valiant young fighters took the field 
in the boffer tourney and we were pleased to present the 
winners of the boffer tourney with Hobby Horses.
